For this is also how the holy women who hoped in God
once used to adorn themselves
and were subordinate to theitr husbands;
thus Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him “lord.”

should live with your wives in understanding,
showing honor to the weaker female sex,
since we are joint heirs of the gift of life,
so that your prayers may not be hindered.”
